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COVERING GLOBAL CLIMATE GOVERNANCE:
EVIDENCE FROM AMERICAN, BRITISH, INDIAN
AND AUSTRALIAN MEDIA

ABSTRACT

In recent years, challenges beyond the boundaries of traditional nation-states, represented
by climate change and terrorism, have become increasingly severe, and anti-globalization and
other political trends have sprung up in many countries around the world, putting forward higher
requirements on global governance. The climate change is the key area of the global governance,
whose role and function are increasing prominent in the international relationship. To grasp the
initiative of the discourse competition on the global governance of climate change becomes the
challenges of national governments to cope with climate change, and the challenges
intergovernmental organizations, national non-governments posed on the national sovereignty,
and it is meanwhile the important premise of grasping the environmental diplomacy.

The competition for global governance discourse on climate change includes the
competition of "hard power" to formulate, lead, control and modify international rules such as
standards, norms, mechanisms and procedures of climate change governance, as well as the "soft
power" of the right to supervise and evaluate the relevant policies and policies. “This paper
focuses more on the aspect of "soft power”, and aims to depict the international media
environment China faces when participating in global governance on climate change through the
study of media discourse of global governance on climate change.

This article is divided into six chapters. The introduction introduces the research
background and research methods. Chapters 1l to IV apply Big Data Technology to the four
representative medias of the United States, Britain, India and Australia for tapping the texts of
5419 reports which is referred to the United Nations intergovernmental panel on climate
change(IPCC) and 14553 reports which is referred to China’s response to the climate text;
analyze respectively the media report’s emotional value towards the global governance on
climate change, the media report’s emotional value towards China's response to the climate

change, and the media's text summary towards China’s response to the climate change, and

outline the synchronicity and diachronism visage when reporting the two issues of “response to
the Climate Change as a Global Governance Issue™ and "China's Role in responding to the
Climate Change". The analysis focus is on the above media's position, attitudes and concerns
towards China's response to climate change and those towards participating in the global
governance on climate change. It also attempts to address the international competition, domestic
politics, the economic structure and development situation from a partial view. Chapter V further
summarizes the main media concerns obtained by the study into two questions: "China's
willingness and ability to cooperate in tacking the climate change™ and "China's position in
global governance on climate change", and makes a brief discussion based on China’s
participation in global governance on climate change.

According to the above research, this paper enhances our country’s international discourse
competitively and the global governance of participating in the climate change, and puts forward
"to guide the international community to pay attention to china's internal motivation for
participating in global governance™ and "to enhance China's practical discourse contribution in
specific fields", as well as “provide China’s solution and Chinese wisdom to the global
governance on the weather climate through the policy governance of the pioneering countries to

become the dual leaders of theory and practice” and other suggestions.
